Ask our student math questions when doing daily real world activities such as estimating the total bill in the grocery store.





District Goal


By (May 2017), all students will show a 5.3% increase in reading proficiency on the Language Arts Georgia Milestones.


We will get there by:


Increasing each student’s phonic skills, fluency, and comprehension of nonfiction text across all grade levels.


By (May,2017), all students will show a 4.2% increase in mathematics proficiency on the Math Georgia Milestones.


We will get there by increasing 3-5 student’s:


multiplication and divisions within 100


addition and subtraction of fractions with like denominators


developing fractions and equivalent fractions especially fractions with numerator 1.


 across all grade levels.


5th Grade Goal


By May 2017, 85% of 5th grade students will be proficient in multiplying and diving by three digit numbers as evidenced by the Georgia Milestone Assessment.


We will get there by:


providing after school enrichment for math.


providing lunch and learn math enrichment and remediation sessions to a more in depth individualized instruction in math.


Implement one hour/weekly school-wide math focus on numbers and operations to increase student performance
